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Before addressing A NEW Moral Contract, we must identify a new Mind.  A Global Mind.  This mind begins at the cellular level in order to bring meaning to the word Endogenous as used by Frederico Mayor in his concept of a Global Plan for Endogenous Development.





If you want to contemplate with a Global Mind you might first look to an early thinking model  developed by our First Nations People.  Their Medicine Wheel.  


(Website: www.homeplanet.org/alliance)    It is not hard to keep in mind.  Physical,  Mental,  Emotional and Spiritual.  Remembering also that everything is inter-connected.   What does this mean?  Simply there are always at least four interdependent qualities on every issue - that involves economics, ethics, energy and health.  Easily remembered as the four e’s.  (website: www.homeplanet.org/alliance)





To move toward the  Global Mind consider the four e’s within the Medicine Wheel.   You remember health right away because it does not start with an e.  But make no mistake - health of planet awareness need be brought into the thinking model.  First - not last.    The heat of global warming is not just the temperature on earth, it is the temperature of the whole body politic - on a physical, mental, emotional and spiritual level.    The relationship between our nations, and our unbalanced economic world situation is giving us a head ache.  Our temperature is rising,  The psyche of the human mind is aware of this and we want to do something about it.  Do you not see it in your schools?   Why are students learning the art of going on strike and carrying placards instead of spending their time doing global learning?   Why are the global thinking education units being shut down instead of encouraged?   What is wrong with our collective mind that  we would exercise such stupidity.





Try looking at it with a Global Mind - For physical clarity,  use a particular breathing exercise for mental clarity, use another,  for  emotional aspects use another, and for spiritual, use yet another.   This is why learning about breathing is important.  Try it on the physical first.  Just using a simple follow the breath technique.  Simple enough.  Breath awareness leads you to understand your Global Mind.





So how many breathing techniques do you know?   I have learned over 30 distinctive techniques.  It is through this exploration you will learn more about yourself, your mind, Your emotional imbalances and how to control them and the spiritual in how to experience your spiritual self.   Breathing is used for each of these ideas, but you need a Global Mind to understand it.   





Politicians want more  bang for the buck.   Teach people HOW to learn - not what to learn.


Our learning functions are related to our breathing patterns and our ability to control our breath.   That awareness will enable one to connect to your physical awareness, mental awareness emotional awareness and spiritual awareness.   Think of the economic repercussions, the ethical repercussions the energy repercussions and the health repercussions of such activity.   Is it not time to recognize that we are all learners and all teachers?  We just have to know which we are and when.  





So as a teacher, can you learn a new breathing technique?   Well enough to teach it?





The next big step for global thinkers is to recognize that all teachers both formal and informal are educators for world peace.  That ought to be their primary occupation.   Formal proclamations have been made at UN level to enunciate this distinction for educators.    Forget about the other things they teach for five minutes a day.   And teach global education.  Start with teaching a simple breathing exercise - and learn one new one yourself.  If you cannot do this, you will not approach global thinking.  You will deny yourself the privilege.   





You may use your strength of your mind to deny the reality just as we deny the reality that we see when the sun sets over the horizon.   Consider the deeper meaning.  This is not talked about.  But you can see the “stuff” in the air!!!   We have chosen to see this as beauty.   And frankly I do, see it as beautiful on many levels.   But I know deep down in my deeper self, that the air on our planet is in severe trouble.  We need to take responsibility for this every day.  We need to shift the discussion to global thinking rather than try and fix any one thing right away.  Let’s get away from the band-aid thinking of our existing systems and look with a global brain at the six billion person situation we are involved in.





Economics:  We know that the G8 does not include the G 20 does not include the G77.   So which of the three economic models is your thinking in?  the first two billion - the first four billion - or the first six billion.  Your consideration of the number indicates your ethics of your New Moral Code.





If our thinking does not expand to include six billion we will continue with the attack on our collective psyche.  That attack is generally expressed through saying that 1.2 billion people have no electricity or clean water.  There are  more numbers expressed from time to time but we are immune to the effect of the numbers because they do not have any meaning for us.   We have never gone a day without food ( except by personal choice of fasting).   Fasting is actually a healthy experience so we do not feel in our heart  the pain knowing that some people live on less than a dollar a day.   This is our emotional consideration.





All this is because our accounting systems also do not include global thinking.  Remember the accounting standards differences found in the Daimler / Chrysler merger.  The discrepancy was maybe not significant to the business transaction but the perception difference to the uninformed was a shift between $500 million profit and a 1.5 billion loss.  What does this really mean? I know I do not understand this.





A Global Mind has three basic constructs for me.  Things that are known.  Things that I know I do not know, and the area that I do not know that I do not know.   It is the third aspect we need to explore more.  But one can not get to that area if they have not made distinctions between what they know and what they know they do not know, as a first step.  Think about it.





 Who are we accountable to with our knowing?   Only our self.   And you will not get there until you take control of your self.





How long is your list of knowing what you do not know.   Mine is extensive. It is through the developing of this list using thinking filters as identified above that I exercise the muscle of my Global Mind.





Do we know that we receive for the purpose of sharing?   Do we know this?   do we do this?   This is why we need to enunciate a global duty.  It is though breathing that we come to the understanding the outcome of receiving for the purpose of sharing as we recognize we receive oxygen in order to share CO2 with the Plants.    And they receive the CO2 in order to share back with humans the oxygen which we need to live.  This is our Environmental Contract but it is not new.





We humans suffer with a condition that is called Tikun.  It means that there is a need to repair something.   The Global Mind learns how to repair different parts of the physical, mental, emotional, aspect of your being.   Once we get the tools ready - the breathing exercises - we will be able to repair ourselves.  Oxygen is the catalyst in the healing process.  This is not new.





We ought to start this process and build centers in every neighborhood and city and teach breathing and how we implement a Global Plan for Endogenous Development.





If we do, we will come to understand what the meaning of this conference is about.   It is not about the four contracts.  It is about one contract.  The Global Plan for Endogenous Development.





It is about what each of you is willing to do.  My first wife, wrote this for me to present to you here in Madrid. I bring this to you, from my “used to be wife” Terry Lynn story.





Albert Einstein rode a rocket ship through space like a cowboy rides a bucking


bronco. Yee haw! It was a wild ride! In the end he tamed the bronco and the


result of this endeavor was the uncovering of the final formula for his


Theory of Relativity. He’d been having difficulty conceptualizing it and so,


he visualized the final outcome. The solution then presented itself.





In an effort to increase their performance, a Russian basketball coach divided


his team into three groups. One was the control group. The second practiced


foul shots for hours each day. The third sat and visualized making perfect


foul shots. After two weeks of this experimentation, the team demonstrated


their prowess and it was found that the third group, who had done nothing but


sit and use their imaginations, who had harnessed the power of thought,


outperformed them all.





Recent scientific experiments have given us conclusive proof that our thoughts


change the nature of reality.





Peacemakers.


You have chosen the role of leadership.


You are the brightest and the best.


As every good businessman knows, a strong corporate culture begins at the top.


You must believe in and integrate into your daily lives the concepts you promote.


Asking Olympic athletes to go out and teach school children to breathe together is a fine thing. Are you honestly willing to do it?


Is this the end result you seek? 


Children learning to breathe?


A global duty on commerce? 


I’ve done my duty. I’ve contributed my one percent. 


So where’s my world peace?!


Peacemakers.


Do you want to create a fund?


Or do you want to create peace?

Who among you wants peace?


Who among you wants peace now?


Send out your athletes. 


Have them teach children how to harness the power of thought, how to create peace.


Five minutes a day. That’s all it takes.


But it has to start with you. It has to start at the top.


Are you honestly willing to commit five minutes to imagine our world at peace?


Albert Einstein was the greatest scientific mind of the century.


He was a gift 


Allow him, to teach you,


to create world peace.





You know.  My presentation to you is lacking.  It does not strike deep enough at your emotional self.  I read it over time and again, and I note that I have not struck that note.   There is a woman I know who carries a baby in her womb.   Come with me and imagine this child.  What will the world be like when it is born?  When the child is one, two, three.  What about 20.  What will we have accomplished towards making this life more livable?  





That is the one with whom you have to make a New Moral Contract.  The unborn child. 


From this contract you develop your new moral code. 


From this you develop your new social contract,   


From this you develop your new environmental contract; 


From this you develop your new cultural contract.





The rest that you want to talk about - go ahead those are the details. But let’s get the one contract straight.


It is your “global duty””.





We ask you to sign the document presented in your materials of our first draft presentation. Your signing this has no economic implications for yourself other than you will commit your personal energy towards the Global Plan for Endogenous Development.





Note the paragraph above your signature,  that indicates you want to be involved in the Research and development process as we move forward.  Initialing this paragraph indicates that you will be actively involved.
